(Articles of Faith)

his own free will and ability.

We believe that the Saints shall persevere in Grace and never fall finally away.

We believe that baptism and the Lord’s Supper are ordinances of Jesus Christ, and that
true believers are the only subjects; and that immersion is the only true mode of baptism.

We believe in the resurrection of the dead and a general judgment.

We Dbelieve that the punishment of the wicked and the joys of the righteous will be
everlasting.

We believe that no ministers have the right to the administrations of the ordinances only
such as are regularly called, and come under the imposition of hands by a presbytery.
